Estates of Lawsonia. 

The state, Green Lake CQunty and the Town of Brooklyn have each approved the final platfor the 
Estates of Lawsonia submitted by Lindenwood Development, LLC. The plat provides for 97 building lots 
of approximately % acre each. Infrastructure work commenced earlier this year with the installation of the 
sewer system. That work is nearly complete, but has been delayed due to incomplete financing 
arrangements. According to Ted Dominowski of Lindenwood, it is expected that these financial issues will 
be resolved by late August, 2009, and that infrastructure work will then resume, including the installation 
of utilities and roadways. The resolution of these financial issues will also lead to the formal recording of 
the final plat which will allow for actual sales of building lots to commence. According to ,Dominowski, 
Lindenwood is prepared to "move boldly forward" with this development once the required financing is in 
place. We will continue to monitor the progress of this development as infrastructure work proceeds and 
construction begins. " 

In' May, 2009, approximately 45 owners of residential properties within the Green Lake 
..Conference Center ("GLCC") filed a lawsuit against the Town of Brooklyn seeking to have the Court 

review and reverse the Town's approval of the final plat for the Estates of Lawsonia. The complaint 
alleged violations of the Town's Comprehensive Plan, its Subdivision Ordinance and its Road Ordinance. 
This lawsuit was settled on August 10,2009. Under the terms of the settlement stipulation, the ri~ht of the 
petitioners to access their properties from the public and private roads within the GLCC will be continu~, 

the installation of gates or other access control devices is, prohibited except upon public notice and' 
hearings, and certain open green space required to be maintained by the Developer's Agreement 
between the Town and Lindenwood will be so maintained. In addition, the Town agreed to work with 
Lindenwood to designate a representative of Lindenwood to "address the petitioners' .. ' complaints, 
questions and concerns as they arise during the construction of the Estates of Lawsonia." 

Acquisition of ABA Properties. 

As previouslyreported, in December, 2008, the Green Lake Conservancy Partnership purchased 
Assembly Creek and .Springs, 24 acres of property in the southwest corner of the Green Lake Conference 
Center ("GLCC") which includes over 1,100 feet of water frontage on Big Green La ke (Norwegian Bay) as 
well as a wonderful combination of woods, wetlands, natural sprlngs and a beautiful tributary. The Green 
Lake Conservancy Partnership includes the Green Lake Association ("GLN), the Green Lake 
Conservancy Foundation ("GLCF"), the Green Lake Sanitary District ("GLSD") and the Wisconsin 
Department of Natural Resources ("WDNR") .. 

At the time of this purchase, plans were 'also made for the creation of a public trail through this 
newly acquired land in memory of Brian Hamming, who passed away in September, 2008. Brian had 
worked tirelessly with the GLA and the GLSD to monitor and eradicate purple loosestrife and other 
aquatic invasive species ("AIS") from Big Green Lake. Brian also helped. build and implement a carp 
barrier which has helped reduce Green Lake's carp population and presented his AIS work at GLA's 
summer lecture series. The grand opening and dedication of this new public trail, to be known as 
"Hammer's Trail", will be held on Saturday,' September 5, 2008, from 10 am to 2 pm. For further 
information regarding this 'dedication, please call the GLA office. 

In late Spring 2009, the Conservancy Partnership agreed to purchase. a second seven acre 
parcel from the GLCC with over 1,500 feet of frontage on Big Green Lake along Hillside Road on the 
north shore of Norwegian Bay. This property is also undeveloped and consists primarily of woods and 
some open space. It is expected that the closing of the purchase of this property will occur sometime this 
Fall. . >. . 
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
